New Jerusalem and Sound Doctrine

It has been fun giving you a small taste of
heaven by showing you the enormous size of the
New Jerusalem mentioned in Rev. 21:6. ltis a
cube of about 12,000 miles. If it was divided
equally into floors with 15ft. ceilings and each per-
son had one acre of space, this new Jerusalem
has the capacity to hold over 350 trillion people.
And with this figure there is still space left over.
That is over 43,000 square foot of space for each
person. (If you want my figures on the New Je-
rusalem, just ask, | will be happy to give it to you.)
| used this idea of the New Jerusalem as the
“salvation” that Jude may have been referring to.

Jude is a small book that does remind us that
“in the last times there will be scoffers who follow
their own ungodly desires.” We need to watch out
for these kind of people. They are false teachers
and dividers. They oppose the truth and don’t
accept Jesus as our only Sovereign and Lord.

Since there will be false teachers, we had bet-
ter understand the truth and know it well. Elders
are supposed to hold “firmly to the trustworthy
message so that he can encourage others by
sound doctrine and refute those who oppose
it.” (Titus 1:9)

Each and every Christian should continue to
grow in knowledge and strength in the Lord, help-
ing to keep others from following these false
teachers and to show them the mercy of God.
None of us want to be caught up in teachings not
clearly taught in Scripture. We must learn and
grow up in the sound doctrines of the Scriptures.

And finally the end of the book, Jude gives
credit where credit is due. God created the way to
salvation through Jesus. God even is able to
keep us from falling away. He gives us faith and
opportunity to receive salvation. He does this to
have us with Him in heaven. It seems God does
all the work. All we have to do is accept it and we
do that through our faith in Jesus.

Since God does the work to get us into
this New Jerusalem, let us at least exert our ef-
forts to understand his plan and works and share
them with others.
