     Jesus is alive and well, even in the Middle East.  Wow, huh?   I got to hear 
Carl Medearis speak this last week and he shared some amazing stories on how 
people are coming to Jesus within the Muslim community. 

How does he do it?  There are many answers to that, but the best way I 
can say it is this, Carl presents Jesus not “Christianity” and not “the Church”.  In 
too many places the term Christianity has far too many political overtones.   Mus-
lims see all “Christians”  the way we would see the Christians of the Crusades.   
Are you familiar with the Catholics verses the Protestants in Ireland?  That is 
how the Muslims see all Christians.   We need to be careful to present Jesus and 
not anything else.  
 The fact is, Muslims are open to talking about Jesus.  The Koran talks of 
Jesus.  Basically the Muslims already believe that Jesus was a holy prophet of 
God and born of a virgin.  They even believe Jesus did miracles and lived a 
sinless life.  But they have an incomplete view of Jesus because they don’t ac-
cept that he died for our sins or that he resurrected.  However, they do believe 
that Jesus is in heaven now and will be our judge at judgment.  So we have a lot 
to go on.   
 But when we speak to the Muslims about Jesus, we must not be confron-
tational about the resurrection or any other topic for that matter.  We need to 
learn patience and let the Holy Spirit work.  Not a bad idea on how to talk to any-
one about Jesus.  Was Jesus confrontational with the crowds?  No.  He was with 
individuals and with some religious groups.  But even Jesus tried to work with 
people to give them a better understanding of the topic and of Himself. 

The Muslims have an imperfect view of Jesus.  But, I don’t think any of us 
have a perfect view of Jesus do we? 

So talking about Jesus is a great place to start with anyone.  Most anyone 
likes him.  And besides isn’t that what Jesus wants from us, to talk about Him, 
share Him and bring people to Him.  Jesus did not ask us to baptize into his 
“church” or to bring people into “His religion” or “denomination”.  

Focusing on Jesus would be a good thing for all of us.  For Jesus is our 
example and he is our savior.  And Jesus is the most amazing teacher ever.  Let 
us follow him and talk about him.
